Dear Dr. Barbara:

Thank for asking me to see this 18-year-old youngster in allergy consultation. His history is probably quite well known to you, but I shall highlight some pertinent features. Brandon, as you know, is an artistic 18-year-old child with history of persistent sneezing for more than 15 years. He has resided in Florida, Las Vegas and California and there has been no change in as far as sneezing is concerned. There is no history of any asthma or persistent runny nose or nasal congestion. His taste and smell are normal. There is no change in sneezing whether he is indoor or outdoors. Sneezing seems to be perennial and happens in small clusters. He is not much bothered by it. There is no history of any food allergies or hives. He is exposed to a dog and there are no smokers.

Examination revealed a very pleasant child who had mild acne and appeared to be somewhat obese, but otherwise no abnormal findings were deducted on examination. I discussed with the family in great detail the pathophysiology of allergies, sneezing and other associated symptoms. Family was quite appreciative for all the information that was provided. It may very well be that an artistic child has hypersensitivity to just about everything and sneezing may be one manifestation. We did some allergy testing and it revealed small reactions to dogs and other pollens, but no significant allergy reactions were identified on basic testing. He certainly might have minor allergies, but one would except to have some other symptoms like persistent runny nose and lots of itching. Overall, I believe he is in good health and there should be no significant problems.

My final diagnoses:

1. Mild allergic rhinitis

2. Persistent sneezing.

3. History of autism.

My plan is as follows:

1. Rinse his nose once or twice daily.

2. Use Flonase once or twice daily. This treatment should decrease his sensitivity and hopefully that should take care of his problem. Otherwise overall he should do quite well.

As always I really appreciate your kindness and trust in asking me to see your patients with asthma and allergies.
