HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Shannon has chronic lymphocytic leukemia and also thrombocytopenia related to CLL most likely genuine thrombocytopenia. He again had local cytosis with fever, weight loss, anemia, and thrombocytopenia. So we have restarted him on treatment with Rituxan and since his second cycle I have also added Cytoxan and vincristine. He is also on small doses of prednisone 20 mg per day. He is already tolerating chemotherapy well. He is feeling much better. His weight is stable. No fever or night sweats. Today, he has no new complaints. There is no bleeding from any site.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Significant for diabetes, hypertension, chronic kidney disease, and congestive heart failure.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient tells me that there are no changes in his medication. He does not remember all medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. He is afebrile.

HEENT: He appears to be pale. Oral cavity is no lesions. He has poor dentition and poor oral hygiene. He continues to smoke intermittently.
Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: WBC count is down to 30,000, hemoglobin 9.9, and platelets are close to normal.
IMPRESSION/PLAN: CLL with exacerbation. His symptoms and WBC count is now controlled with R-CVP. We give him six cycles of R-CVP followed by maintenance Rituxan.
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
