HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Davis has a history of stage T2N0Mx left breast carcinoma treated with lumpectomy and radiation. She also had very high risk 57 percentage and high Oncotype DX score, so she had received four cycles of Cytoxan and Taxotere. Her tumor was ER/PR positive. So currently, she is on Femara 2.5 mg once a day. Today, she is here for the followup.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Significant for hypertension, diabetes, chronic right shoulder pain, and osteopenia.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Remain unchanged.

REVIEW OF THE SYSTEMS: Lately, she is not feeling well because she thinks that she had flu. She still is having weakness and fatigue. Her oral intake is poor.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. She is afebrile.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are pink. Sclerae are nonicteric.

Breast: No palpable abnormalities. She is in duration at the site of radiation on the left breast.
Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Extremities: No edema.
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IMPRESSION/PLAN: The patient with T2N0Mx left breast carcinoma tumor was ER/PR positive and HER-2/neu negative. She has very high oncotype DX score. She has received four cycles of Cytoxan and Taxotere. She has recovered completely from all side effects of chemotherapy. She does not even have any symptoms of peripheral neuropathy. She has right shoulder pain probably from bursitis and she is seeing orthopedics. For that she has received intraarticular steroid in the right shoulder. She will continue Femara 2.5 mg once a day. She has being scheduled for breast mammogram by Dr. Khaira. Today, we will do the tumor markers.
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
