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The patient is here for followup. He is here with his daughter who he is living with. The patient has chest x-ray that reveals pneumonia in the left lower lobe compatible with pneumonia. However, clinically, he is improving since he was started on the Medrol and the Levaquin. He is afebrile. He has no malaise or symptoms of respiratory distress. We will continue to manage the patient as an outpatient. I spent quite a bit of time talking to the patient today. We will disposed some bottles and medications for him. The patient has an updated medication list to provide to the home health agency. The patient has been referred to home health services to ensure compliance and increase in the control of his diabetic diet and to provide hospitalization first in the morning. The patient needs to follow up in one week. He is going to return tomorrow for further testing. On exam, the patient has lower extremity edema but that is perhaps related to the trauma to the left lower extremity and the use of amlodipine and we will discontinue the amlodipine at this point and give the patient metoprolol. We will need to obtain a 2D echocardiogram. We will discuss with cardiology for indication of Plavix. If started, we will stop the Plavix when he returns next week.
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
