HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Puricelli has myelofibrosis with anemia, thrombocytosis, and splenomegaly. He is currently on hydroxyurea. Today, he is here for a followup.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Significant for hypertension and hyperlipidemia.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Remain unchanged.

REVIEW OF THE SYSTEMS: He complains that he is having severe weakness, fatigue, and shortness of breath upon minimal exertion. He also had discomfort in the left upper quadrant due to __________ splenomegaly. It is slightly improved after he was started on hydroxyurea and he also thinks that this is partly also due to he was started on allopurinol.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted.

Abdomen: Soft. There is mild decrease in splenomegaly.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: Hemoglobin less than 10 gm. WBC is normal and platelet count is around 500,000.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Myelofibrosis. Currently, is on hydroxyurea 1 gm per day. He did not want to take any JAK-2 inhibitors because of the expenses. So, I have decided to keep him on hydroxyurea 1 gm per day. He is having anemia probably from myelofibrosis and hydroxyurea and he is symptomatic with shortness of breath upon minimal exertion. He also has received Procrit 30,000 units today.
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
