SUBJECTIVE: Right shoulder pain and low back pain.

REVIEW OF RECORDS: MRI of the right shoulder performed on 01/20/13 showing arthropathy of AC joint, which is encroaching on the rotator cuff, short 07:12 _________ of the distal supraspinatus tendon at its insertion aspect on the superior facet of the greater tuberosity without retraction, subdeltoid and subacromial bursitis, moderate intraarticular effusion extending into the superior subscapularis.
OBJECTIVE: Right shoulder is tender. AC joint is tender. Abduction and flexion is about 130 degrees. Impingement sign positive. Motor power 4-. External rotation is limited.

Lumbosacral region is tender with paraspinal spasm and guarding. Extension is limited and painful. Flexion is limited to about 55 degrees. Neurologically is intact.

ASSESSMENT: Right shoulder pain and low back pain.

PLAN: Dr. Dines, Dr. Kogan/MRI of the lumbar spine/PT. Reassessment after couple of days.
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
