SUBJECTIVE: Right shoulder pain. Sustained injury while working on the belt.

PRESENT COMPLAINTS: Right scapular and shoulder region pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Previous work related and other injuries.

PERSONAL HISTORY: Married, two children, 22 and 13. Nonsmoker. Occasional alcohol use.

OBJECTIVE: He is alert and oriented. Vitals are stable. Hemodynamically stable.

Right scapular region, right shoulder region, AC joint rotator cuff region is tender, some discoloration. Range of motion, flexion and abduction is about 130 degrees, and external rotation 30 degrees. Motor power 4-. Impingement and O’Brien’s sign positive.

ASSESSMENT: Right shoulder pain, soft tissue injury to the shoulder and scapular region.

PLAN: Antiinflammatory Motrin. X-rays. Orthopedic evaluation. Reassessment after couple of days. Temporally totally disabled.
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
