HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: She has stage IV adenocarcinoma of the lungs. She had left lung mass with edge of liver and bone mets. She was on Tarceva, but could not tolerate because of the dermatologic and GI side effects besides she also had recent problems so she was off Tarceva for long time. She had complete eye checkup, which was nondiagnostic. She has started back Tarceva 25 mg per day since last two days. Today, she is here for intravenous Zometa.

OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEMS:  Significant for hypertension, dyslipidemia, pathologic right hip fracture requiring surgery and radiation.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As listed in the chart. There are no new changes in her current medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Overall, she is doing better. She does not have any cough or chest congestion. She is having problem in the foot due to bunions. Her appetite is good.  She continues to smoke two or three cigarettes per day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. She is pale

Lungs: Decreased breath sounds.
Abdomen: Soft.
Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs are being drawn today.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Stage IV adenocarcinoma of the lung with diffuse liver and bone mets. Today, she has received intravenous Zometa 4 mg per day. We have restarted Tarceva because her tumor was EGFR mutation positive on exon 18 and exon 20. I advised her to increase the dose of Tarceva to 50 mg per day by next week. If symptoms come back then we will discontinue Tarceva completely.
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
