History & Physical: The patient presents today for a preop history and physical for a right inguinal hernia repair. The patient reports he has no chest pain or shortness of breath. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He reports he is currently not coughing. He was recently diagnosed with right lower lobe neoplasia. He is due to followup with his pulmonologist and oncologist. The importance of the followup has been discussed with the patient. The patient is 84-year-old. He currently has no hemoptysis. Denies any known problems with general anesthesia. Denies any history of liver or renal dysfunction. Denies any neurological dysfunction. Denies any syncopal episode.

Past Medical History: He has a history of chronic hyponatremia, which is asymptomatic. He has a history of hypertension, which is currently diet controlled and is not taking any medication for it. The patient has known history of coagulopathy or bleeding disorder.

Current Medications: He is currently not using any medications.

Allergies: He has no known documented allergies.

The patient is alert and oriented to person, place, and time.

HEENT: 
Extraocular movements are intact. Pupils are round and reactive. Tympanic membranes are clear.
NECK: 


There is no JVD or thyromegaly.

LUNGS: 


Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART:


Rate and rhythm regular.

ABDOMEN:


Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

EXTREMITIES: 

There is no edema.

SKIN:



No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL:
Cranial nerves II through XII are grossly intact. Motor exam is unremarkable. There is no CVA tenderness.
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Diagnostic Data & Labs: An EKG revealed normal sinus rhythm. Chest x-ray revealed right lower lobe neoplasia. Labs, sodium is 126, potassium is 4.7, chloride is 87, CO2 26, BUN 14, creatinine is 0.77, glucose is 102, white blood cells are 10.0, hemoglobin is 13.7, hematocrit is 40.3, platelets are 374,000, PT 10.9, PTT 29, INR is 1.1, urinalysis has bacteria; otherwise unremarkable.

Assessment & Plan: This is a complicated patient now with right lower lobe neoplasia that is planned for a right inguinal hernia repair. The pros and cons of doing this procedure is discussed with the patient. The patient is a medium-risk candidate for above procedure with general anesthesia, proceeding with this surgery should be with caution due to the low-sodium and neoplastic process in the lung. The patient may proceed with surgery. Avoid any blood thinning agents. The patient was advised postsurgery he must follow ASAP with oncologist and pulmonologist with regards to neoplastic process. The importance of this is discussed with the patient. Blood pressure control is advised although currently his blood pressure is stable. Time spent with the patient is approximately 40 minutes.
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
