HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Gilbreath is seen in the office on 01/23/13 with metastatic adenocarcinoma of the lung. He has bilateral pulmonary nodules. He had undergone resection of multiple left lung nodules, which are positive for 00:25 renal _____ carcinoma. There is no evidence of EGFR or mutation. He is currently on continuous observation. He is here for followup and also to discuss his recent PET scan before.
OTHER MEDICAL PROBLEM: Significant for COPD.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include multivitamins, vitamin D3, etc.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is doing fairly well. He has mild chest congestion. He is some difficulty breathing. No cough. No hemoptysis. No weight loss.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Noted. He is afebrile.

HEENT: Conjunctivae pink. Sclerae nonicteric.

Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABORATORY DATA: CBCs, LFTs and CEA have been drawn. PET scan shows mildly increased ____ 01:58 pulmonary nodules on both sides.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Adenocarcinoma of the lung with mild increase in lung nodules, but the patient remains asymptomatic. I have discussed with him the option of continuous observation versus chemotherapy. We have decided to observe him because he is asymptomatic bilateral lung nodules. His next option is chemotherapy or continual observation.
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
