SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Arthur is a 62-year-old single African-American male who was referred for evaluation. The director of nursing of the facility reported that the patient has been delusional, aggressive, responding to internal stimuli. Therefore, Risperdal 0.5 mg twice a day was ordered. Today, Arthur was sitting watching television. He admits that the devices are there telling him to do things, but it is not much bother him anymore. He claims that he has been sleeping and eating good. He denies sadness and depression. He claims he does not bother that nobody 01:45 is going to kill him. His chart review indicates that his comprehensive metabolic profile, TSH was normal. He is on lisinopril, Lamictal 200 mg twice a day, hydrochlorothiazide, and Aricept 5 mg daily.

MENTAL EXAMINATION: He presents as a tall 5’10” height, African-American male alert oriented to month and year. Name Obama is president. He was pleasant, cooperative, and having good eye contact. Immediate recent memory was poor. Preoccupied with auditory hallucination, but 02:36 _____ could not elaborate the content. He can name objects, follow commands. He can do simple addition, but _______ was poor. There was no involuntary movement.

ASSESSMENT: Dementia with psychosis and history of schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: I will continue on Risperdal 0.5 mg twice a day monitor for any side effect. I will increase the dose of Aricept to 10 mg daily. I discussed with the staff for monitoring of his behavior.
