INTERPRETATION:
1. Limited 2-D, M-mode, and Doppler exam.

2. The left atrium is enlarged.

3. The mitral valve structure is normal with trace regurgitation.

4. The left ventricle is normal in internal dimension with moderate hypertrophy. The overall systolic function is mildly depressed. Basal and mid inferior hypokinesia is present.

5. Mild diastolic dysfunction is present.

6. The aortic valve function appears normal.

7. The pulmonic valve is not seen.

8. The right ventricular size and systolic function are normal.

9. The tricuspid valve is not seen.

10. The right atrium appears normal in size.

11. The pericardium appears normal with no pericardial effusion. The inferior vena cava is normal in size.
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SUMMARY: Normal sinus rhythm. Limited study. Mildly depressed overall LV systolic function with segmental wall motion abnormalities in the distribution of the RCA. Mild diastolic dysfunction. Trace mitral regurgitation. The left atrium is enlarged. Compared with the prior study of 06/21/06, new wall motion abnormality is seen and overall systolic function has decreased.
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
