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INTERPRETATION:
1. Severely limited echocardiographic study.

2. The left atrium is normal in diameter.

3. The mitral valve is not seen.

4. The left ventricle displays good systolic function but segmental wall motion analysis was not possible.

5. The aortic root is normal in size.

6. The pulmonic and tricuspid valves are not seen.

7. The right atrium appears normal in size.

8. There is no pericardial effusion.

9. The inferior vena cava is normal in size.

SUMMARY: Technically difficult and very limited study. Preserved LV systolic function. Mild diastolic dysfunction is suspected.
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
