This patient returns for evaluation of COPD. The patient has chronic bronchitis, emphysema, hypertension, and peripheral vascular disease. He has had angioplasties of the leg. He has arthritis of the leg and has had hip replacement on the right. There was a history of MRSA infection of the wound of the leg following leg procedure, but now it has completely healed. He has trouble ambulating, but does exercise regularly and goes to the gym. He takes diclofenac for his arthritis. There is also a history of prostatic enlargement and takes Flomax 0.4 mg a day. He is on Plavix 75 mg daily. There is a history of smoking for 40 years. The patient also has lower lobe pulmonary fibrosis and peripheral neuropathy. Allergies to Cipro. The other review of systems is negative x8 systems. He lives with his wife locally.

O:
On exam, this is an elderly slightly overweight white male who is mildly dyspneic.
Vital signs: Blood pressure 140/80. Pulse 56. Respirations 20. Temperature 97.0. Weight is 175 pounds. Saturation is 98%. HEENT: Tongue is moist. Nasal mucous is injected. Throat is injected. Neck: Supple. Chest: Distant breath sounds with wheezes in the right chest. Heart: Heart sounds are regular. S1 and S2 are heard. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and protuberant. No masses. No organomegaly. Extremities: 1+ edema. Normal reflexes.

A:
1. COPD with emphysema and chronic bronchitis.

2. Hypertension.

3. Peripheral vascular disease.

P:
The patient will use Combivent Respimat one puff three times daily. A chest x-ray report will be requested, which was done at Port Orange Imaging. The patient will continue with the exercise program. Also come in for follow up here in approximately three months or earlier if necessary.
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
