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CC: Right arm pain, elbow pain.

HPI: This is a 44-year-old black female with the above. Over the past six weeks or so, she has this pain in the elbow. It radiates to the forearm. It hurts. She has some numbness. No weakness. She denies any particular injury. She is right-handed.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

ALLERGIES: None.

OBJECTIVE: Vitals: Normal. General Appearance: NAD. Right upper extremity exam shows minimal tenderness at the elbow area. Full range of motion. Motor and sensory is intact. No redness. No warmth. Pulses are palpable.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: A 44-year-old black female with the above. We talked about the options. It could be tendonitis. I went ahead and treated her with Mobic and Vicodin. I told her if she is not better, we will have to reassess.
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
