Mr. Malley is a very pleasant 90-year-old white male who is known to me for CKD stage IV. The patient also has chronic atrial fibrillation on chronic anticoagulation, hypertension, chronic anemia, and bilateral renal artery stenosis. He is here today for followup. He is accompanied by two of his daughters. He is active and he has gained two pounds ever since I saw him last time. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No abdominal pain. No nausea or vomiting. Occasional nocturia.
Assessment/PLAN:
1. CKD stage IV. Current serum creatinine is 2.3, which is the baseline. Estimated GFR of 24 mL/min. He has no significant proteinuria. Continue to avoid NSAIDs and COX-2 inhibitors. Return to the clinic in three months with labs.

2. Hypertension. Blood pressure is at goal. No changes.

3. Low vitamin D. Vitamin D is at goal. No changes.

4. Chronic atrial fibrillation on chronic anticoagulation, stable.

5. COPD, stable.

6. Depression, stable.
7. Anemia of chronic kidney disease. Hemoglobin and hematocrit are stable with hemoglobin of 11.3 and hematocrit is 35.
