Dear Dr. Tackabury:
This patient whom I used to see in the past and who has been lost to followup for the last 18 months is being evaluated today. The patient has no new change in his health. According to him, he managed to lose weight due to adhering to more healthy diet according to him.

Physical Examination: Vital Signs: His blood pressure is 150/72. Heart: Normal. Lungs: Clear. Extremities: He has trace edema.

Laboratory Evaluation: His BUN is 45 and creatinine has risen to 2.4. Potassium is normal.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Chronic kidney disease, stage IV. There is worsening renal function. I did not identify any reversible factor. I would like to repeat this test to assure the stability of his renal function and I would like to obtain another ultrasound to make sure that there is no underlying abnormality, which will explain this rise in his creatinine.

2. Hypertension. His blood pressure is not optimally controlled. The patient has been counseled regarding his salt intake and to be compliant with his medications.

3. Edema and this has improved.

4. History of hypokalemia and this has resolved.

5. The patient will be reevaluated in the next three to four months.
