Dear Dr. Zelenak:

Your patient with history of CKD is evaluated in followup. The patient is generally feeling well. She denies any new complaints. No chest pain or shortness of breath.

Physical Examination: Vital Signs: Her blood pressure is 150/68; however, she told me yesterday it was in the 126 systolic. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Soft. Extremities: She has no edema.

Laboratory Evaluation: Her lab showed hemoglobin of 9.3. Her iron stores are now normal. Her creatinine remained unchanged at 1.5.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Anemia of chronic kidney disease. I gave the patient a prescription for Procrit 10,000 units weekly while we continue to monitor this. I will await the insurance approval of this.

2. CKD, stage III. She has a very stable renal function.

3. Hypertension. Her home reading indicated a good control.

4. The patient will be reevaluated in four months.
