This patient with history of CKD and hypertension is evaluated during an annual visit. The patient is generally feeling well apart from her arthritis. The patient denies any complaints related to her kidneys.

Physical Examination: Vital Signs: Her blood pressure is 120/72. Lungs: Clear. Abdomen: Soft. Extremities: She has no edema.

Laboratory Evaluation: BUN is 38 and creatinine remained very stable at 1.4. Electrolytes are normal. Her hemoglobin is 11.7.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD, stage III. The patient has a very stable renal function.

2. Hypertension, which is well controlled.

3. Arthritis.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism. The patient will continue on calcitriol three times a week.

5. The patient will be reevaluated on annual basis.
