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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III that has remained stable. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The estimated GFR is around 50 mL/min.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension that has been under control.

3. The patient has cardiac arrhythmia. She was in the past treated with the administration of amiodarone and atenolol. Medication that was stopped by Dr. Daum and he recommended the administration of a permanent pacemaker that was implanted on 10/30/2012. Ever since then, the patient has functioning much better. The heart is not out of rhythm and the level of energy has improved. She went back to the square dancing that she lost. The quality of life improved significantly.

4. The patient has hypothyroidism on replacement therapy that we have to reevaluate.

5. Hyperlipidemia that we have to reevaluate.

6. The patient has hypothyroidism, on replacement therapy. We are going to see the patient in three months with laboratory workup.
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
