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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage III that has remained very stable for many years. A serum creatinine is 1.7. The estimated GFR between 45 and 50 mL/min. The patient does not have proteinuria.

2. The patient has a history of arteriosclerotic heart disease that is followed by Dr. Siracuse. The patient has been very well compensated.

3. The patient has benign prostatic hypertrophy that is followed at the Moffitt Cancer Center. They noticed that there is enlargement of the prostate. They are suggesting the performance of a new biopsy; however, the patient is reluctant to do so.

4. The patient from nephrology point of view is in a stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months and we are going to reevaluate him for the secondary hyperparathyroidism as well.
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
