DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient has been evaluated by Dr. Bassetti for the pulmonary problem. In the followup, the patient apparently was found with evidence of anemia. This anemia had been diagnosed in the past. There is evidence of iron deficiency. This patient is on chronic anticoagulation, but he was referred to Dr. Ekici. The patient is questioned in the referral because he had a colonoscopy and gastroenterology evaluation prior to coming down few months ago when he was up in Michigan. We are going to request the report of that colonoscopy.

2. The patient was referred to the neurologist Dr. Ramkissoon who diagnosed him with Parkinson’s disease. The patient was placed on Sinemet 25/100 mg one tablet every six hours and there is dramatic improvement. There is no evidence of falls. The patient is more steady. The mention is faster.

3. The patient has atrial fibrillation that is anticoagulated and followed by the cardiologist.

4. The patient has urinary incontinence that has been treated with VESIcare successfully.

5. CKD stage III without any prior deterioration. At this point, we are going to retrieve the report of the colonoscopy. If the colonoscopy is negative, we will give parenteral iron and monitor the CBC. If there is pathology in the gastrointestinal tract colonoscopy report, we will refer to the GI as suggested. Reevaluation in two months with laboratory workup.
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
