Respiratory rate 20. Blood pressure 124/58. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases. Otherwise clear. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: No pedal edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Type 2 diabetes, Accu-Cheks are reviewed and they are under excellent control. Continue sliding scale coverage.

2. Hypertension, controlled. Continue hydralazine, clonidine, labetalol, and minoxidil.

3. Dementia, no behavioral problem. Continue Namenda 5 mg p.o. b.i.d.
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
