PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, she is resting in bed quietly. She is an elderly female. She is in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.9. Pulse 88. Pulse 88. Respirations 20. Blood pressure 102/63. Lungs: Clear. No crackles or wheezes. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: No significant pedal edema is noted.

LABS: Labs drawn on 12/07/12 showed a BUN of 66, creatinine 2.02, electrolytes were normal, and CBC was within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Advanced Alzheimer’s dementia. Continue Exelon patch.

2. Edema. Discontinue Dyazide because of elevated BUN and creatinine and repeat BMP after one week.
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
