HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 72-year-old female seen by me for followup. The patient was recently hospitalized due to CVA with left-sided hemiplegia. The patient has been doing therapy. She is feeling better. The patient’s main complaint is pain in her both knees. Denies any shortness of breath or cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: In addition to CVA she has hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, breast cancer, and hypotension.

ALLERGIES: Codeine.

MEDICATIONS: Listed in the chart and reviewed by me.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, she is reclining in a chair quietly and looks comfortable. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.6. Pulse 78. Respirations 20. Blood pressure 122/66. Pulse ox is 96% on room air. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases, otherwise clear. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: She has bilateral edema. Knee joint does not have any swelling or crepitus.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 

1. Status post CVA, continue physical therapy per rehab.

2. Hypertension, controlled. She is currently not on any antihypertensives.

3. Bilateral knee pain. Continue Ultram p.r.n. If pain is not adequately controlled, we may add another analgesic.
