Pulse oxymetry 98%. Lungs: Clear anteroposteriorly. No crackles or wheezes. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: She is wearing braces on both ankles.

LABS: Labs drawn on 12/13/12 shows glucose of 87, BUN 9, creatinine 0.5, total electrolytes were normal, phosphate was 4.6, magnesium 4.1, and CBC was within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CVA with left-sided hemiplegia. The patient is doing well.

2. Hypertension, controlled. Continue lisinopril, metoprolol, and hydralazine.
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
