Today, the patient is seen for a routine followup. She is sitting in a wheelchair quietly. She looks comfortable. Her husband is present at the bedside. The patient has been participating with physical therapy. She is not having any behavioral problems. No pain or discomfort.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has history of encephalopathy, hypertension, and hypothyroidism.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Listed in the chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, she is sitting in a wheelchair quietly and looks comfortable. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.4. Pulse 71. Respirations 20. Blood pressure 98/60. Pulse oxymetry 98% on room air. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at bases, otherwise clear. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: No significant pedal edema is noted.

LABS: Labs drawn on 01/18/13 show a cholesterol of 168, triglycerides 104, LDL 99, HDL 48, TSH 0.03, and free T4 1.79.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Encephalopathy. The patient is not having any behavioral issues. Continue Seroquel, Remeron, and Lexapro.

2. Hypothyroidism. She is on Synthroid 112 mcg p.o. daily. Her free T4 is within normal limits.

3. Peripheral neuropathy. The pain is under control. Continue Neurontin 300 mg three times a day.
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
