PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, she is resting in bed quietly and looks comfortable. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.1. Pulse 76. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 140/72. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds bilaterally. No wheezes or rhonchi. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: No significant pedal edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Type 2 diabetes. Accu-Cheks are reviewed. Blood sugar is mostly under control. Continue current management.

2. COPD, stable. Asymptomatic.

3. Dementia with behavioral problem. The patient is to continue to follow up with Vericare.

4. Hypertension, controlled. Continue amlodipine and verapamil.
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
