Today, the patient is seen for routine followup. He is sitting in a wheelchair quietly. He looks comfortable. Denies any shortness of breath. He complains of some shoulder pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of sick sinus syndrome with status post pacemaker implant, hypertension, Parkinson’s disease, and dementia.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Listed in the chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, he is sitting in a wheelchair quietly. He looks comfortable. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.5. Pulse 50. Respiration 20. Blood pressure 121/66. Lungs: Clear anteroposteriorly. No crackles or wheezes. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: No pedal edema is noted.

LABS: The patient had chest x-ray done on 01/10/13, which showed mild CHF. Labs drawn on 01/09/13 showed glucose of 79, BUN 25, creatinine 0.9, and electrolytes are normal.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Sick sinus syndrome with status post pacemaker implant. The patient is doing well.

2. Hypertension, controlled. Continue current antihypertensives.

3. Congestive heart failure compensated. Continue Lasix 60 mg p.o. daily.

4. Parkinson’s disease. He is noted to having any resting tremors. Continue Sinemet 25/100 mg t.i.d.
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
