Today, the patient is seen for a followup. The patient has been having recurrence of C. difficile associated diarrhea. He is currently on p.o. vancomycin. He is still having some loose stools. He looks comfortable. Denies any abdominal pain or discomfort. No shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He also has Huntington’s disease and hypertension.

ALLERGIES: Prozac and Lexapro.

MEDICATIONS: Listed in the chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, he is lying in the bed quietly, looks comfortable. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.7. Pulse 54. Respirations 16. Blood pressure 87/56. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: No significant pedal edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. C. difficile associated diarrhea, recurrent. Continue p.o. vancomycin for total of two weeks.

2. Hypertension. The patient was somewhat hypotensive, therefore hold lisinopril for systolic blood pressure less than 120. Add Questran one packet p.o. daily to see if this slows down the diarrhea.
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
