Today, the patient is seen for routine followup. The patient is sitting at the bedside and looks comfortable. The patient had upper respiratory tract infection. He took antibiotic. He states that he is feeling better. He is coughing less, but he is expectorating some clear phlegm. No significant shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has type 2 diabetes, chronic wounds of lower extremity, and hypertension.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Listed in the chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, he is sitting at the bedside. He is an obese male. He is in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.8. Pulse 86. Respirations 14. Blood pressure 99/58. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases, otherwise clear. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Obese, soft, and nontender. Extremities: He has bilateral lower extremity wound covered with dressing. They were not removed.

LABS: Drawn on 01/17/13 show glucose of 79, BUN 55, creatinine 1.58, sodium 135, and potassium 5.8.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Type 2 diabetes. I reviewed his Accu-Cheks they are under good control. Continue current management.

2. Hypertension. The patient is relatively hypotensive. He has been taken off the lisinopril. We will continue to monitor his blood pressure closely. He is currently on metoprolol. Hold for systolic less than 100 and heart rate less than 50.

3. Hypokalemia. A BMP will be repeated on 01/24/13.
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
