Today, the patient is seen for a followup after hospital discharge. The patient was admitted to the hospital because of altered mental status. She was found to be in renal failure with volume depletion. This was corrected. The patient has subsequently been discharged to this facility; however, she continues to be lethargic. The patient has a history of DVT. She has been taken off the Coumadin as her INR was supratherapeutic and I think the risks of Coumadin therapy at this point outweigh the benefit.
