PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, the patient is sitting in bed quietly, looks comfortable. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.9 degrees. Pulse 80. Respiration 18. Blood pressure 134/82. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds bilaterally. No wheezes. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Extremities: He has no significant pedal edema.

Chest x-ray on 01/10/13 shows minimal atelectasis at the left base.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. COPD, stable, asymptomatic. Continue current management.

2. Dementia. No behavioral problem. Continue Namenda. The patient is on Aricept 10 mg p.o. daily.

3. Hyperlipidemia. He is tolerating Pravachol. Monitor liver function test and lipid panel yearly.

4. Hypothyroidism. He is on Synthroid 50 mcg p.o. daily. Monitor TSH and free T4 yearly.
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
