Today, the patient is seen for a routine followup. She is a morbidly obese female with a history of chronic respiratory failure. She has a tracheostomy collar. The patient has recently been diagnosed with the recurrent C. difficile diarrhea. She states that the diarrhea has stopped. Denies significant shortness of breath or cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: In addition, she has type 2 diabetes, hypertension, CHF, and chronic atrial fibrillation.

ALLERGIES: Penicillin and cephalosporins.

MEDICATIONS: Listed in the chart and reviewed by me.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: At the time of exam, she is lying in the bed. She is a morbidly obese female. She does not appear to be in any distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.5. Pulse 68. Respirations 20. Blood pressure 148/85. Pulse ox 98%. Neck: Tracheostomy in place. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases. Heart: S1 and S2 positive. Heart sounds are regular Abdomen: Obese, soft, and nontender. Extremities: Bilateral pedal edema is noted.

LABS: Labs drawn on 01/21/13 shows INR of 1.5.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Recurrent C. difficile associated diarrhea. Continue ____01:41______ 100 mg p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days.

2. Type 2 diabetes. Accu-Cheks are reviewed. They are under good control. Continue Lantus and sliding scale coverage.

3. Chronic atrial fibrillation. Adjust Coumadin dosage according to the INR. Target INR is between 2 and 3.

4. Hypertension, controlled. Continue lisinopril and Lopressor.
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
