REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 73-year-old lady presented with a history of chest pain and longstanding reflux disease underwent an upper endoscopy. The patient was noted to have mild gastritis and esophagitis. Endoscopy otherwise was negative for any evidence of ulcers and peptic stricture. The patient presently has been taking omeprazole 20 mg once a day and presently feels well. Her symptoms have been under control. The patient was scheduled for a cardiac evaluation and a stress test within next few weeks. The patient has not undergone a colonoscopy in the past.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 73-year-old patient with non-cardiac chest pain, status post endoscopy shows reflux disease, symptoms under control. Recommend continuing omeprazole 20 mg once a day. The patient also is recommended a colonoscopy. However according to the patient, she will not be able to undergo colonoscopy before summer because she does not have a ride and she would not be able to have and even available. Also, the patient wants to undergo cardiac evaluation prior to undergoing colonoscopy. However, the patient wants to consider getting a colonoscopy done in summer. The patient understands the need for screening colonoscopy. Recommend continuing omeprazole. We will give remainder to the patient for screening colonoscopy in June 2013.
