REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 53-year-old male presents with a history of reflux symptoms, chest pain, and discomfort. The patient underwent an upper endoscopy. The patient was noted to have esophagitis and small hiatal hernia. Mild gastritis was noted. The patient has been taking pantoprazole for last six weeks. According to the patient despite taking pantoprazole once a day, he has not seen any malignant symptoms and continues to have chest discomfort. His cardiac evaluation prior has been negative.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

Endoscopy and biopsy results were discussed with the patient in detail.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 53-year-old male with reflux disease, status post EGD. Recommend discontinuing pantoprazole. A trial of Dexilant 60 mg once a day is prescribed. Since it is non-formulary, 15 days samples of Dexilant once a day is given to the patient. However if Dexilant does not approve, we will give a trial of omeprazole 20 mg twice a day. Follow up in eight weeks.
