REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 56-year-old patient presents with having a history of elevated LFTs. The patient also has obesity. His prior workup showed negative workup for hepatitis B and C. Also, autoimmune disease profile was negative with patient’s high BMI and multiple medical problems. A possibility of fatty liver disease is high. The patient denies any new symptoms.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 56-year-old patient with possible fatty liver disease. Recommend weight loss with diet and exercise. A lengthy discussion was done with the patient about the progression of fatty liver disease into liver cirrhosis. The patient is advised a 10% weight loss within next six months and diet and exercise also is advised. We will schedule the patient for a liver biopsy. At this time, we will reevaluate the patient in three months. The patient was accompanied by his caseworker. We will reevaluate in three months with repeat LFTs. We will schedule liver biopsy.
