REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 74-year-old lady presented with a history of chest discomfort and epigastric abdominal pain. On an upper endoscopy, the patient is noted to have reflux esophagitis and GERD. The patient presently is on omeprazole twice a day. The patient also takes Zantac. The patient was taking Prilosec once a day and Zantac at nighttime had not felt any significant relief. After increasing the dose of Prilosec to twice a day, slight relief is noted.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

EGD and biopsy findings were discussed with the patient in detail.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Recommend continuing omeprazole twice a day and Zantac at nighttime and we will reevaluate the patient in three months. Since the patient is taking alendronate, the patient is advised taking proper measure, increase p.o. intake of water, and upright posture advised after taking alendronate, which can cause esophagitis and gastritis. We will reevaluate in three months. Total time spent 15 minutes.
