At that time a colonoscopy was done was in Mississippi and according to the patient, the colonoscopy at that time was normal. The patient presently continues to do well and is taking Asacol 400 mg three tablets twice a day. The patient denies any new complaints.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1 and S2 are regular.

RESPIRATORY SYSTEM: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft, nondistended, and nontender. Bowel sounds are present.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: There are no focal neurological deficits.

SKIN: Appears normal.
