REASON FOR CONSULTATION: The patient presents for a followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 55-year-old male with abdominal pain underwent an upper endoscopy. The patient was noted to have gastritis. The patient was taking pantoprazole, but the patient had discontinued the use of pantoprazole. Prior to that, the patient had taken Prilosec and felt that Prilosec had made his symptoms worse. During last visit, the patient was advised pantoprazole and also was advised if the patient has side effect from pantoprazole, he should start taking Zantac twice a day. According to the patient after starting pantoprazole, he does not remember the reason, but he had discontinued it but felt well without the medication. The patient then started noticing symptoms and was recommended over-the-counter ranitidine which according to the patient did not give enough relief in symptoms. The patient generally feels well. His reflux episodes are less frequent, but the patient complains of having chest discomfort. Also, the patient complains of significant belching. The patient also has been noticing frequent loose stools. According to the patient, he has history of chewing tobacco and once he had discontinued chewing tobacco for four weeks he felt better. However, the patient had resumed tobacco chewing and has been noticing worsening of the symptoms. The patient has recently undergone complete workup for fecal occult positive stool. The patient underwent a colonoscopy which showed multiple polyps in recent upper endoscopy, which was negative for evidence of ulcer. The patient has been recommended a repeat colonoscopy in five years because of multiple polyps.
PHYSICAL EXAM: Awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

EGD and colonoscopy were reviewed.

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 55-year-old patient with ongoing reflux symptoms, unable to tolerate PPI. Recommend a trial of Zantac 150 mg twice a day. Also, the patient is advised to continue trying to quit tobacco, which seems to be causing the patient’s symptoms. We will reevaluate in three months.
