CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE

REASON FOR VISIT:  New consult.

Dear Colleagues:

We had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Kirk.  He is a 48-year-old African-American male with a past medical history significant for HIV.  He came to our clinic for followup after he had a cardiac cath.  On today’s visit, he complained of the chest pain and SOB with exertion.  However, he denies any orthopnea, PND, palpitations, syncope or near syncope.  His chest pain is atypical, sharp, left-sided, sometimes increases with pressure, and adding pressure on the left side.  He is status post LHC, mild LAD, CTO with LL collaterals.  Attempt to perform PCI was not successful.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:  Significant for HIV.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  None.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  Positive for smoking three cigarettes a day.  There is no alcohol or IDU.

FAMILY HISTORY:  Significant for coronary artery diseases and hypertension in the brother and mother.  No peripheral arterial disease. Positive Diabetes in his brother. 

ALLERGIES:  He is not known to have allergic to any medications.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:  He was requested to bring his current medication with him on next visit.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, blood pressure is 146/73 mmHg, pulse is 88 bpm, respiratory rate is 18, temperature 97.9, weight 151 pounds, and height 5 feet 9 inches.  General:  He is alert and oriented x3, not in apparent distress.  HEENT:  Reveal normocephalic and atraumatic.  Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation.  Extraocular motor is intact.  Neck is supple.  Trachea is centered.  There is no JVD.  Carotid upstrokes are bilaterally brisk without any bruits.  Lungs:  Clear to tympanic auscultation bilaterally without any wheeze.  Cardiovascular:  Regular rate and rhythm.  S1 and S2.  No rubs, gallops, or murmurs appreciated.  Point of maximal intensity, fifth intercostal, midclavicular.  Abdomen:  Soft, nontender, and nondistended.  Positive bowel sounds in all four quadrants.  No rebound tenderness.  Extremities:  No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.  +2 pulses bilateral.  5/5 muscle strength.
DIAGNOSTIC INVESTIGATIONS:

ECHOCARDIOGRAPHY:  Done on December 27, 2012, which shows left ventricular normal in size and wall thickness.  Ejection fraction was normal.  Overall, left ventricular systolic function is normal with ejection fraction of 60-65%. There is a trace TR and mild thickness of anterior mitral valve leaflet.  There is trace pulmonic regurgitation and the right ventricular systolic pressure is normal.

CARDIAC CATH:  Done in December 2012, with a mild LAD, CTO with LL collaterals.  Attempt to perform PCI was unsuccessful.  Left ejection fraction was normal by echo and LVG.

CARDIOVASCULAR ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. HYPERTENSION:  His blood pressure today is 146/73 mmHg.  He was advised to call back for his medication.  We will go a head and add Imdur 30 mg daily.  We will follow him up regarding this in next month.

2. CHEST PAIN:  He was advised to continue with his current medication and he was advised to call back for his medications.

3. HIV:  He was requested to continue with his ID doctor followup.

We have the pleasure of seeing Mr. Kirk.  We will see him back in our office in one-month.  In the meanwhile, he was advised to continue with his primary care doctor and to call back with his medication.
