CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE

REASON FOR VISIT:  Followup.

Ms. Reynolds, she is a 47-year-old female who present today with the past medical history significant for paraplegia due to accident in 1988 with right lower extremity amputation.  She is on a wheelchair and history of hypertension.
On today’s visit, she is complaining of lightheadedness for couple of days and there is a mild sharp pain with breathing in the left side of the chest.  However, no palpitations, syncope or presyncope, orthopnea, shortness of breath, or PND.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:  Significant for paraplegia due to accident in 1988.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  Right extremity amputation, gastric ligation, and tubal ligation.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  The patient smokes mildly and drinks occasionally.  The patient denies any illicit drugs.

ALLERGIES:  We have no records for her allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:  She forgot to bring her medication list as she was requested in the previous visit; however, she recalled that she is on Vicodin, Seroquel, oxybutynin, and baclofen doses unknown.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, blood pressure is 90/60 mmHg, pulse 69 bpm, respiratory is 16, temperature 98.9, weight 108 pounds, and height 5 feet 10 inches.  General:  She is alert and oriented x3, not in apparent distress.  HEENT:  Reveal normocephalic and atraumatic.  Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation.  Extraocular motor is intact.  Neck is supple.  Trachea is centered.  There is no JVD.  Carotid upstrokes are bilaterally brisk without any bruits.  Lungs:  Clear to tympanic auscultation bilaterally without any wheeze.  Cardiovascular:  Regular rate and rhythm.  S1 and S2.  No rubs, gallops, or murmurs appreciated.
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Point of maximal intensity, fifth intercostal, midclavicular.  Abdomen:  Soft, nontender, and nondistended.  Positive bowel sounds in all four quadrants.  No rebound tenderness.  Extremities:  No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.  +2 pulses bilateral.  5/5 muscle strength.  There is right leg amputation.
ANCILLARY DATA: 

EKG:  Done on January 21, 2013, which shows normal sinus rhythm with right axillary deviation, right atrial enlargement, and _______210____ left ventricular hypertrophy. 

ECHO:  Done in November 2012, which shows ejection fraction of 60-65%.  There is doming of the aortic valve leaflet and there is moderate aortic regurgitation with mild mitral regurgitation and mild tricuspid regurgitation.  Right ventricular systolic pressure is normal less than 35.  Trace pulmonic regurgitation.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. HYPERTENSION:  She is a known case of long history of hypertension.  We would like to order echo to evaluate the status of her heart ventricular function and valvular status as her previous echo showed some mild changes of the valves of heart.

2. COLON CANCER:  The patient has positive family history of colon cancer as her mother was diagnosed with colon cancer at young age.  She was instructed to follow up with her primary care physician regarding this issue and the screening colonoscopy.

3. We will wait for her current medications, as she will bring her medication next time when she comes.

Thank you very much for allowing us to participate in the care of Ms. Reynold.  Our phone number has been provided for her to call or to come to visit emergency if there is any changes of her usual complaint.  We will see her back in three months in our clinic.
