PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Dermatological – Upon visualization of the surgery site at this time, the dislocation appears to be more stable. There is no erythema, edema and no purulence. No active signs of infection at this time.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Status post dislocation first toe left foot secondary to automobile accident.

2. Previous bunion correction, well healed.

3. Hammertoe deformity, well healed 

4. Pain and inability to walk, resolved.

PLAN:
1. The patient was examined.

2. At this time, the patient was advised to continue with the splint. The patient was also advised to continue with daily physical therapy.

3. At this time, the patient will return to the clinic in one month for reevaluation and potential discharge.
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
