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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of total avulsion of the right great nail for infection. She is doing quite well. No complaints of pain. She is taking antibiotics and soaking. She states her blood sugars are under good control. She is due to see Dr. Robles tomorrow.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The nail bed is healing well. Mildly macerated. No drainage or discharge. No foul odor. No evidence of infection.

ASSESSMENT: Status post total avulsion right great nail for infection, healing well.

PLAN:
1. Nail border is cleansed with peroxide, dressed with Betadine and dry sterile Band-Aid.

2. The patient will continue soaking once a day for one more week.

3. She will keep the band-aid on during the day and off at night and __________ putting the __________ cream that she still has some on the nail bed just small amount every day after she takes her bath or shower.

4. She will return to the office in three weeks for followup care.
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
