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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of superficial cellulitis with cryptosis and exostosis on the medial aspect of the right fifth digit. He has been soaking and taking antibiotics. He states he is doing much better.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The rubor and erythema has decreased. There is still some hyperkeratosis and cryptosis on the medial border of the nail edge and this is debrided today.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Superficial cellulitis with exostosis and hyperkeratosis, right fifth digit, improved. 

2. Mild paronychia medial border, right fifth digit nail, resolving.

PLAN:
1. The nail edge is debrided and cleansed with peroxide.

2. The patient is dispensed toe space in the past between the toes to keep the pressure off.

3. He will return to the office in one month for reevaluation or sooner if he develops problems.
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
