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The patient returns to the office today for postop care of bunion correction, right foot. She is doing quite well. She has no complaints of pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The incision is dry and intact. Mild eschar, which is debrided today. No purulent drainage or discharge. Good range of motion with minimal pain. Still edema over the great toe joint, which has been normal.

X-RAYS: An AP, MO, and lateral radiographs were taken today and they reveal excellent alignment of the osteotomy site. Screw in situ first metatarsal, right foot.

ASSESSMENT: Status post bunion correction, right foot, one month healing well.

PLAN:
1. The patient will graduate out of the postop shoe and back into close shoe to tolerance over the next one week.

2. Continue range of motion exercises.

3. Postop splint fit at night.

4. Return to the office in four weeks for followup care.
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
