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The patient returns to the office today for followup care of fracture fifth digit, right foot and is ordering his extra-depth diabetic shoes. He states his blood sugars are still running over 200. __________ feeling better and still sore.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: There is still edema at the base of the right fifth digit.

X-RAYS: AP and MO radiographs were taken and they reveal fracture is healing. There was large bone callus. There was no minimal displacement.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Slowly healing fracture fifth digit, right foot.

2. Hammertoe deformities, bilateral feet.

3. History of IDDM – under apparent control.

PLAN:
1. The patient is measured for new pair of extra-depth diabetic shoes with molded insoles.

2. He is instructed to increase activity to tolerance and keep the foot elevated when off it.

3. Return to the office in two weeks for dispensing of his shoes.
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
