Robert is here today for evaluation of cough and chest congestion. Admits he is a little stressed, recently put his wife into a foster home facility. Her care was exceeding what he was able to provide. He has not been able to see her since she was placed in this facility and admits he is struggling with this. He is currently being worked up for a nonhealing lesion on his foot. He is scheduled to have a biopsy to rule out malignancy. In addition, the patient has history of leukemia.

PE:

General: A well-appearing male in no acute distress, pleasant and cooperative.

HEENT: Pupils are equal. Nares are patent. Turbinates are mildly enlarged. Clear nasal discharge is present. EACs and TMs are clear.

Neck: Supple without nuchal rigidity, lymphadenopathy, thyromegaly or nodules.

Heart: Regular.

Lungs: Show expiratory wheezes throughout the chest. Good air movement. However, no signs of labored breathing.

Extremities: Negative for edema. The left extremity has a boot. This is the nonhealing foot lesion site.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Leukemia.

2. Bronchitis.

3. Nonhealing foot lesion, awaiting biopsy.

PLAN: The patient was treated with Xopenex and Pulmicort. Repeat lung exam showed significant reduction in the wheeze. Chest x-ray was done. No infiltrate noted. We will send to EPIC Imaging for over-read. Rxs were given. Medication use, expectations, goals, alternatives and side effects of therapy reviewed. CBC is pending. We had to send it out to an out source lab. Specimen kept reading error at our facility.
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
