She is a 66-year-old female, post hospital admission for exacerbation of COPD, reports back to the clinic today to discuss discharge reports.

The patient states she did well, after IV steroids, oxygen placement, and initiation of Spiriva.

PE:

General: Well-appearing, in no distress.

Skin: No rash or prominent lesions.

Head: Normocephalic and atraumatic.

Eyes: Conjunctivae clear, EOM intact, and PERRLA. Anterior chamber and fundi benign.

Ears: EACs clear, TMs translucent and mobile, and ossicles normal in appearance.

Nose: Mucosa not inflamed. No apparent discharge.

Mouth: No mucosal lesions.

Teeth/Gums: Good alignment. No obvious caries or periodontal disease.

Pharynx: Mucosa not inflamed. No tonsillar hypertrophy or exudate.

Neck: Supple. No adenopathy. Thyroid palpable and not enlarged.

Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur or gallop.

Lungs: The patient has 1+ to 2+/4 noted end expiratory wheeze.

Abdomen: Bowel sounds normal. No organomegaly or masses.

Extremities: No edema. Peripheral pulses intact.

Neurologic: Mental status, cranial nerves, cerebellar, sensory, motor, and reflexes within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT:
1. COPD.

2. Exacerbation of COPD.

3. Renal insufficiency improved.

PLAN:
1. Status pulse oximetry on room air reveals 94% saturated with a pulse of 83.
