Mr. Smith had an echocardiogram exam and following are the findings:

1. Normal left ventricular size, wall motion and systolic function.  Mild left ventricular hypertrophy.  Wall motion and systolic function is normal.  Ejection fraction is 74%.

2. Normal left atrial size.

3. Normal aortic root size.  Aortic valve is tricuspid opens normally.  Mitral and tricuspid valve are normal.  Pulmonic valve is normal.

4. Normal right-sided chamber size.  Right ventricular function is normal.
5. Doppler and color flow mapping reveals trace tricuspid regurgitation, no mitral or aortic regurgitation.  There is reverse E/A ratio in mitral valve inflow velocity suggesting left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Mild left ventricular hypertrophy with normal overall systolic function.  There is evidence of mild diastolic dysfunction of left ventricle.
